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NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
A. Accounting Practices

The financial statements of Wilton Reassurance Life Company of New York (the Company ) are presented on the basis of
accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the New York Insurance Department (the Department ).

The Department recognizes only statutory accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of New York for
determining and reporting the financial condition and results of operations of an insurance company and for determining its
solvency under the New York Insurance Law. The Accounting Practices and Procedures Manual, ( NAIC SAP ) has been
adopted as a component of prescribed or permitted practices by the Department. The Company does not have any differences
from NAIC SAP.

B. Use of Estimates in the Preparation of the Financial Statements

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Statutory Accounting Principles requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities. It also requires disclosure of contingent
assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the
period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

C. Accounting Policy

Life premiums are recognized as income over the premium-paying period of the related policies. Annuity considerations with
mortality and morbidity risk are recognized as revenue when received. Premiums received from annuity policies with no
mortality or morbidity risk are recorded using deposit accounting. Health Premiums are earned ratably over the terms of the
related insurance and reinsurance contracts or policies. Expenses incurred in connection with acquiring new insurance
business, including acquisition costs such as sales commissions, are charged to operations as incurred.

In addition, the Company follows these accounting policies:

@))] Short-term investments are stated at amortized cost.

2) Bonds not backed by other loans are stated at amortized cost using the interest method.

3) The Company has no common stock.

@) Preferred Stock is stated at cost.

5) The Company has no mortgage loans on real estate.

(6) Loan-backed securities are stated at amortized cost using the interest method including anticipated prepayments.

) The Company does not have any investment in subsidiaries, controlled and affiliates.

8) The Company has immaterial ownership interests in joint ventures. The Company carries these investments on
the basis of the underlying audited GAAP equity of the investee.

) The Company does not have any derivative instruments.

(10) The Company anticipates investment income as a factor in the premium deficiency calculation, in accordance
with SSAP No. 54, Individual and Group Accident and Health Contracts.

(11)  Unpaid losses and loss adjustment expenses include an amount determined from individual case estimates and
loss reports and an amount, based on past experience, for the losses incurred but not reported. Such liabilities are
necessarily based on assumptions and estimates and while management believes the amount is adequate, the
ultimate liability may be in excess of or less than the amount provided. The methods for making such estimates
and for establishing the resulting liability are continually reviewed and any adjustments are reflected in the period
determined.

(12)  The Company has not modified its capitalization policy from the prior period.

2. ACCOUNTING CHANGES AND CORRECTIONS OF ERRORS

A. The Company had no material changes in accounting principles and made no corrections for errors.

B. The Company prepares its statutory financial statements in conformity with accounting practices prescribed or permitted by

the Department. Effective January 1, 2001, the Department required that insurance companies domiciled in the State of New
York prepare their statutory basis financial statements in accordance with NAIC SAP subject to any deviations prescribed or
permitted by the Insurance Commissioner of the State of New York.
Accounting changes adopted to conform to the provisions of NAIC SAP are reported as changes in accounting principles.
The cumulative effect of changes in accounting principles is reported as an adjustment to unassigned funds (surplus) in the
period of the change in accounting principle. The cumulative effect is the difference between the amount of capital and
surplus at the beginning of the year and the amount of capital and surplus that would have been reported at that date if the new
accounting principles had been applied retroactively for all prior periods.

3. BUSINESS COMBINATIONS AND GOODWILL

The Company did not have any business combinations in 2010 or 2009.

4. DISCONTINUED OPERATIONS

The Company does not have any discontinued operations.

5. INVESTMENTS
A. The Company did not have investments in mortgage loans in 2010 or 2009.

B. The Company did not have restructured debt in which the Company is a creditor in 2010 or 2009.

Third party credit, liquidity, and other idiosyncratic risks are assessed as part of a general relative value analysis.
Surveillance and risk management is ongoing on a security level and includes monthly model calibrations.

H. Retained Assets

A certain block of the Company s life insurance business utilizes claim forms providing for Retained Asset Accounts. In
those situations, lump sum settlements are paid into a retained asset account, subject to 1) policy proceeds exceeding $5000,
and 2) beneficiaries, in states where it is required, receiving notice that they have the option of receiving their lump sum
payment by check.

When the retained asset account is utilized, a new account packet containing explanatory material is mailed within claim
payment time limits to the beneficiary/account holder along with a draftbook, and claim proceeds are deposited into an
interest bearing draft account established for the beneficiary. The account earns a market rate of interest and allows the
account holder immediate access to the funds. A statement of account activity is mailed each month to the account holder.
Minimum draft amounts are $250, and if the account balance goes below $500, the remaining amount is sent to the account
holder, and the account is closed. Account holders have the option at any time of writing a draft for the full amount of the
account.

The Company s liability for these accounts is reported under Other Deposit Funds of Exhibit 7 - Deposit Type Contracts. The
Credited Interest Rate on these accounts is 1% as of December 31, 2010. The rate was changed one time during the year, on
March 1%, when the rate dropped from 2.5% to 1.0%.

Reserves are determined by computing the regular reserves for the plan using the valuation
mortality increased by any table ratings. Reserves for any flat extras are held at unearned premium.

(3) At December 31, 2010 and 2009, the Company had $2,599,745,990 and $2,887,779,789, respectively, of insurance in force in
which the gross premiums were less than the net premiums according to the standard valuation set by the State of New York.
Reserves to cover the above insurance totaled the gross amount of $15,974,630 and $18,921,914 at yearend 2010 and 2009,
respectively, and are reported as miscellaneous reserves in Exhibit 5.

(4) The Tabular Interest, Tabular Cost and Tabular Less Actual Reserve Released have been determined by formula as described
in the instructions.

(5) For the determination of Tabular Interest funds not involving life contingencies for each valuation rate of interest, the tabular
interest is calculated as one hundredth of the product of such valuation rate of interest times the means of the amount of funds
subject to such valuation rate of interest held at the beginning and end of the year of valuation.

(6) At December 31, 2010 and 2009, the Company recorded asset adequacy reserves of $60 million and $50 million, respectively.
